AU EMERGING GLOBAL
LEADER SCHOLARSHIPS

The AU Emerging Global Leader Scholarship
promotes educational access and opportunity
while enhancing international diversity. The
2025 AU EGL scholarship covers all billable
AU expenses (full tuition, room and board)
for two international students who will need
a non-immigrant visa (preferably an F-1 or

J-1 student visa) to study in the United States.

The scholarship does not cover non-billable
expenses such as mandatory health insurance,

books, airline tickets and miscellaneous expenses

(approximately U.S.$4,000 per year).

AU will also offer up to eight additional generous
AU EGL partial scholarships valued at up to
US$40,000/per year.

The AU EGL scholarships are renewable for a

total of four years of undergraduate study, based
on continued satisfactory academic performance.
