» AU generated peak-hour traffic declined 3.9%/year since 1999,
as a result of continued promotion of non-auto travel options

» High volume of commuter traffic on Nebraska and
Massachusetts Aves is the primary source of peak-hour
congestion

» AU accounts for only a small proportion of local traffic

» Changes in traffic generated by Campus Plan are small and will
not impact overall traffic conditions

» Parking use has declined by 3.1%/year, since 2000
Current parking demand — 1,500 spaces

Current parking inventory — 2,700 spaces
» University-related off-campus parking is very limited
