Members of Congress as
“single-minded seekers of re-election” 

• Re-election is always the proximate goal   

• Shapes lawmakers’ and leaders’ behavior  

• Implications

• Take credit, avoid blame and unpopular measures
• Voters reward positions not policy outcomes
• Power of party leaders constrained

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Governing challenges
• Parties remain polarized and competitive

• Unpopular president (distracted and distractible) 
faces split party Congress with slim (and possibly 
divided) GOP and Dem majorities  

• ”Getting to yes” is still possible if both parties think 
the costs of saying no are too steep

• Race for the White House sometimes encourages 
both parties to go to the bargaining table ... but ....
