She
has taught Film and Politics in the Department of Government and lectured in AU classes
and at universities abroad. She is a 1983 graduate of the Washington College of Law. Her
legal career has been at the Office of the Solicitor of Labor where she was the Counsel
for Health Standards in the Division of Occupational Safety and Health. Following her
retirement, she has worked as a consultant for OSHA on many of that agency’s most

important safety and health standards.
